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4. ELIGIBILITY 

 
Participation in the European Senior Championships is limited to weightlifters and team officials 
from the National Federation which are full members of the EWF. 
Participating athletes must be 15 years of age or older (born in 2011 or earlier). 
 
In accordance with Article 5.5.16 of the IWF Anti-Doping Rules, the Whereabouts information of the 
weightlifters participating in the European Senior Championships shall be submitted at a minimum 
of three months prior to the Event (for Q1 2026: by 19th January 2026 and for Q2: by 31 March 
2026). If you have any problems submitting your Whereabouts, please contact IMMEDIATELY 
iwf@ita.sport and/or antidoping@iwf.sport 
 
All athletes participating are recommended to complete the WADA ADeL online course for athletes 
before competing.

Coaches: All coaches from participating member federations must be registered in the IWF's 
International Coach License (ICL) database.  
Final entries must be submitted during the period of March 16–19, 2026. 
Only athletes registered during the preliminary phase may be confirmed. The final list may include up 
to 10 athletes per gender (8 athletes + 2 reserves).  
All coaches must be listed on the final entry form. If a coach is not registered in the ICL database, the 
IWF will notify the member federation and require it to register the coach without delay or remove 
the coach from the final entry form.  
Final verification will be conducted online during the period from March 30, 2026 (09:00 AM CET) 
to March 31, 2026 (09:00 PM CET). 
If you have any questions about the ICL database registration, contact the IWF at

National Federations must declare the number of officials participating per delegation.  
The following documents must be completed in the EWF e-entry system no later than March 31, 2026, 
at 09:00 PM CET:  
• Accommodation and Transportation Form
• Copy of passport and accreditation photos

7. DOPING CONTROL

Doping Control will be carried out by the Sample Collection Authority appointed by ITA on behalf of 
IWF in accordance with the IWF Anti-Doping Rules. 

8. INSURANCE

Participating Federations must accept full moral and financial responsibility for their respective 
delegations. Before departing their homeland, all participants must be covered by their respective 
Federations for travel and accident/injury/illness. 

In accordance with the Law of Georgia "On Tourism", starting from January 01, 2026, all tourists 
entering Georgia are required to hold a valid health and accident insurance policy. Any tourist 
entering the territory of Georgia must present a valid health and accident insurance policy in either 
physical or electronic form and must be available in Georgian or English.

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9. EVENT CATEGORIES AND AWARDS 

 
Women: 48kg, 53kg, 58kg, 63kg, 69kg, 77kg, 86kg, +86kg 
Men: 60kg, 65kg, 71kg, 79kg, 88kg, 94kg, 110kg, +110kg 
 
Gold, Silver, and Bronze medals will be awarded in the Snatch, the Clean & Jerk, and the Total in 
each bodyweight category. Trophies will be awarded to the best male and female athletes, as well  
as to the top six men's and women's teams, according to the IWF Team Classification. 
Diplomas will be awarded to all participants.

11. TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATING 

 
Accredited Participants – athletes, team officials, technical officials (TO), media, guests, etc. must: 
• Acknowledge and fully comply with EWF / IWF Constitution & Rules, IWF TCRR, IWF Anti- Doping 
Rules (ADR); 
• Abide by all reasonable directions given by the EWF, the Local Organizing Committee (LOC), TOs; 
• Should accept any prize or award given by EWF and/or LOC/Sponsors and will attend all special 
award ceremonies where prizes or awards are presented. 
• Should attend the Press Conference upon request of EWF / LOC. 
• Should not participate in, support, or promote illegal betting. 
• Should be responsible for all property they bring into the Event – the EWF and/or LOC shall have 
no responsibility for any loss or damage of this property. 
• Should irrevocably release EWF & LOC from liability for any loss, injury, or damage that they may  
suffer in relation to their participation in the Event. 
• Should guarantee that they participate in the Event with the permission of their parent(s) or 
guardian(s) in case they are minors. 
• Should acknowledge that by not following the above-mentioned terms and conditions, sanctions 
may be imposed.

All participating federations and their members, upon receipt of accreditation, expressly consent to 
the use by the EWF of any recorded material in which they are present, for EWF purposes and without 
compensation. 
 

 
12. COMMONWEALTH GAMES QUALIFICATION EVENT 

 
The 2026 EWF European Championships serve as a qualification event for the 2026 Commonwealth 
Games in Glasgow.  
As such, athletes from Commonwealth Sport Nations, including the Home Nations (England, Wales, 
Scotland, Northern Ireland), the Crown Dependencies (Guernsey Jersey, and the Isle of Man), and the 
British Overseas Territories (Gibraltar) under the jurisdiction of British Weightlifting may participate, 
even if they don't represent an EWF Full Member Federation.   
Their participation is solely for Commonwealth Games ranking purposes, and their results will not be 
included in the official 2026 EWF European Championships results.
